6-MONTHLY

1. Clean the heater twice a season (more often under dusty conditions).
Remove accumulated dust from the transformer, burner, motor and fan
blades with compressed air.

2. Clean out the fuel tank (every 500 Hours) (during frequently used periods,
clean twice a month). Drain and flush the fuel tfank with clean fuel.

The XR160DV and XR210DV have a
rubber drain plug on the bottom of
the tank. Place a suitable container
beneath the drain plug and pull out
the plug, replace the plug before
filling the tank again.

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FILTERS

Dirty air filters will cause an imbalance in the air-fuel mixture. The best
indication that this condifion exists is an increase in odour or difficulty getting
your heater to ignite. This heater should never be operated without the filters in
place. If required, clean the filters as follows.

ACCESSING THE FILTERS

1. Make sure that the plug is
removed from the power supply
before carrying out any
maintenance.

2. Remove the six screws shown and
remove the top cover of the
heater.
